Characteristics:
A large evergreen that can live for many years.

The unique feature of the tree is its special bark, which is covered
with cork that is usually peeled off every few years and used to
manufacture cork products. The exfoliation does not cause damage
to the tree.

The cork oak is not common in Israel.

The tree was brought to the country for landscaping purposes and in
order to produce wine bottle stoppers, but its industrial use did not
develop in Israel.

The cork oak in Rabin Square, which is apparently the only one of its
species in Tel-Aviv, is a mature and especially large tree.
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
